These items
contain a variety of toxic materials such as lead, cad-
mium, mercury, hexavalent chromium, PVC plastics,
and brominated flame retardants. When disposed of in
a landfill, over a period of time, these materials can
contaminate the soil and ground water.

In an effort to begin addressing this issue, on January
1, 2005, California became the first state in the nation
to establish a funding system for the collection and
recycling of certain types of electronic equipment. A
fee will be charged at the point of sale, including
Internet and catalog sales, on electronic devices (e.g.

L

)

computer monitors, laptop computers, and televisions)
that have a video display screen of more than four inches
measured diagonally and that contain a cathode ray tube
or liquid crystal display. The amount of the fee is depen-
dent on the size of the screen:

» $6.00 when the screen is larger than 4 inches, but
smaller than 15 inches;

e $8.00 when the screen is at least 15 inches, but small-
er than 35 inches;

o $10.00 when the screen is 35 inches or larger.

Under the Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003 (aka
Senate Bill 20), retailers are required to transmit the fees
to the California Board of Equalization, which will deposit
the fees into the Electronic Waste Recovery and Recycling
Account. The California Integrated Waste Management
Board (CIWMB) will administer the program and provide
payments of $.48 per pound to approved recyclers for the
covered electronic devices (CEDs) that they have recycled.
Approved recyclers may then pay approved collectors a
minimum of $.20 per pound for the CEDs that the collec-
tor has provided to the recycler.

These funds are to be used to help foster recycling oppor-
tunities and to help approved collectors and recyclers off-
set some of their costs for collecting and properly recy-
cling these CEDs so they are not thrown into California’s
landyfills. The CEDs under SB 20 as well as other types
of electronic equipment should never be thrown into
the trash. Use the available resources below for collect-
ing your electronic equipment to be repaired and reused
or recycled. Also, contact your local government to deter-
mine if one-day electronics collection events are held in
your area.

PHARMACEUTICAL WASTE

Proper Disposal of Unwanted Medicines or
Pharmaceutical Waste

Traditionally, consumers have thrown unwanted med-
icines or pharmaceutical waste into their trash con-
tainers, have poured them down their sinks, or have
flushed them down their toilets. The latter option has
historically been recommended by poison control cen-
ters to prevent the accidental or purposeful ingestion
of inappropriate drugs or dangerously high doses of
drugs by those for whom the medication was not
intended, particularly children. While this option
serves to prevent the immediate accidental exposure
or ingestion, it adds to the pollution of the environ-
ment through treated wastewater or sludge and
therefore, can lead to low-level, chronic human expo-
sure.

Pharmaceutical waste can establish a long-term pres-
ence in the environment from its excreted residues
that sometimes cannot be removed by sewage treat-
ment or water treatment processes. These residues
pose unknown risks to people as well as the environ-
ment. Human exposure to trace residues can occur by
contact, by ingestion of water, or by ingesting food
crops grown on land treated with sludge or irrigated
with wastewater.

The two best options for disposing of unwanted medi-
cines are to drop them off at a hazardous waste col-
lection center or your local pharmacy. It is preferable
to keep the medicine in its original container so that
the center or pharmacy will be able to identify the
type of medicine. For privacy purposes, you should
remove any personal information from the label (e.g.
name, address, and/or telephone number) by scratch-
ing out the information or using a permanent marker
to cover the information. The following hazardous
waste collection centers accept unwanted medicines
or pharmaceutical waste from residents only:

The ionization type smoke detectors are
not accepted at the hazardous waste collection centers
in Santa Barbara County, since such facilities are not
permitted to accept radioactive material. Further, such




smoke detectors should not be thrown in the trash.
Therefore, these types of smoke detectors should be
returned to one of the manufacturers/distributors
listed in the table on page 61, for safe disposal.

When returning a smoke detector to the manufactur-

er/distributor, include a note that indicates that the
detector is intended for disposal and mail it to the
address indicated.
